One document is a contract which Sep. Tale D
the Jarmon family sade with its
slaves, newly treed in the war but
enger to remnin ou the plantation.
In 1843, the freedmen and women
were willing to continue performe
ing their old dutics in cxchange
for safokeeping and, for ficld labor-
ers, ope-tenth of the crup, But six
mounths later, the exsinves had
raised their price to onesthird and
share-cropping had come to Texus.

A contract te run from Jam, I,
1868, to Dec, 25, 180G, shows the
Jarmon family agrecing to turnish
to the negrocs “Comfortable house
room and fucl for themselves and
familics, with teams, tools, and
tarming implements pecessary to
make a crop ond feed the teams;

per week—if beef i3 furnished the
ration to be one pound per day—.
