Mr, Barr built the gingerbread mansion with a barn, carriage house
and other small buidings all trimmed to match. When he died, his
widow removed to Austin, the Jacksons moved into the BArr house
and both E, V. G, and Fred Jackson lived in the house also, They

were popular young men and the place ovérflowed w1th glrls a great
deal of the time,

The Rouzees (twin girls: Mabel and Irene) were cousins to the
